All potential bidders must be certified by DOA prior to submitting bids on state construction 17 

projects over $50,000. All bids received from contractors who are not certified will be rejected. Contractor 18 

certification applications and instructions for completing the form may be obtained from the DOA Website 19 

DFD Contractor Certification page: https://doa.wi.gov/Pages/DoingBusiness/ContractorCertification.aspx 20 

or upon request from DFD-- email dfdcertification@wisconsin.gov.

This project is being let using the single prime bidding and contracting process. DFD will publicly bid the 23 

applicable mechanical, electrical, plumbing, and fire protection (MEP) divisions of work first. Within 5 24 

days of the MEP bid opening, DFD will identify a lowest, qualified, responsible, certified bidder in each 25 

applicable MEP division of work. These successful MEP bids must be included in all general prime 26 

contractor bids received. No later than 5 days after DFD identifies the successful MEP bids, DFD will 27 

publicly open general prime contractor bids. General prime contractor bids that do not include the 28 

successful MEP bids will be rejected. The state will enter into a single contract with the lowest, qualified, 29 

responsible, certified general prime contractor and this general prime contractor will enter into subcontracts 30 

with the successful MEP bidders.   31

Sealed bids will be received as follows, before the time indicated above: 33

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In general, the work consists of: a new, Type 1 security level, juvenile corrections facility at 7930 W 1 

Clinton Avenue, Milwaukee, Wisconsin.  The facility will provide housing, food service, health services, 2 

education, counseling, vocational training, visitation, recreation, administrative services, and other 3 

supporting spaces for a population of 32 juveniles.   4

The building will be 1 story with a partial mechanical penthouse.  Exterior walls will be primarily brick 6 
with concrete block back up with some phenolic resin accent panels.  Additional regional materials, native 7 
plantings and bird-safe glazing will be provided. Sustainable features include solar photo voltaic panels on 8 
the penthouse roof, LED lighting within the building, dark sky approved lighting around the site, and EV 9 
charging stations. Exterior improvements include parking and loading areas, recreation space, security wall 10 
and additional fencing. 11

Bid Guarantee in the amount of 10% of the Bid must accompany each bid submitted. 39

NOTICE:  The 2017-2019 Wisconsin State Budget (2017 Wisconsin Act 59) repealed Wisconsin’s 41 
prevailing wage laws. Effective September 23, 2017, state prevailing wage requirements on state 42 
building projects no longer apply. These changes take effect for projects advertised for bid after 43 
September 23, 2017. This change does not affect the Federal Davis Bacon Act requirements.    44
