In general, the work consists of: concrete surface repair of the stairway edge from the first floor to the first-floor 36 
landing.  The first floor landing will also need concrete surface repair.  Work will include delineation of the surface 37 
repair area with a sawcut, demolition and disposal of loose concrete, cleaning and preparation of the concrete 38 
surface and placement of the concrete. The existing vinyl stair tread material and vinyl material on the landing will 39 
be removed and reinstalled. 40
