In general the work consists of: Removal and replacement of existing concrete pavement with new 8-inch concrete 39 
pavement at two locations totaling approximately 6,630 sq.ft., and the installation of a new 36-inch diameter precast 40 
concrete catch basin and approximately 75 feet of new 8-inch PVC storm drain pipe connecting to an existing storm 41 
manhole.42

The 2017-2019 Wisconsin State Budget (2017 Wisconsin Act 59) repealed Wisconsin’s prevailing wage laws. 55 
Effective September 23, 2017, state prevailing wage requirements on state building projects no longer apply. 56 
These changes take effect for projects advertised for bid after September 23, 2017. This change does not 57 
affect the Federal Davis Bacon Act requirements. 58

A non-mandatory pre-bid tour is scheduled for January 22, 2024 at 9:30AM at 1730 Snell Road, Oshkosh, WI. 2

Upon arrival attendees must present a driver’s license or other acceptable photo identification. Attendees without 11 
acceptable identification will be denied access to the facility. Proper identification must be carried on the attendee at 12 
all times while on the Facility/Institution grounds. 13

Attendees should only bring what is necessary. All equipment and tools (camera, notepad, tape measure, etc.) 15 
required or needed to conduct the pre-bid tour must be identified at least 24-hours in advance of arrival. Prior 16 
permission must be received from the Facility Security Director/designee to allow these items to be brought into the 17 
Facility Secure Area. No device capable of communications (phones, laptops, etc.) will be allowed in. If taking 18 
pictures is allowed, the picture shall not include facility personnel or an inmate(s) and must be approved by the DOC 19 
Facility Escort Officer prior to taking the photo. 20

Prior to entry attendees may be required to sign-in, clear a metal detector, fill-out an Employee Coronavirus Disease 22 
2019 (COVID-19) Screening Tool, submit to a temperature check and submit to wearing a mask at all times within 23 
the facility. If an attendee does not have a mask of their own, a fabric mask may be provided by the facility.  24
