All potential bidders must be certified by DOA prior to submitting bids on state construction 17 
projects over $50,000. All bids received from contractors who are not certified will be rejected. Contractor 18 
certification applications and instructions for completing the form may be obtained from the DOA Website 19 
DFD Contractor Certification page: https://doa.wi.gov/Pages/DoingBusiness/ContractorCertification.aspx 20 
or upon request from DFD--email dfdcertification@wisconsin.gov.

This project is being let using the single prime bidding and contracting process. DFD will publicly bid the 23 
applicable mechanical, electrical, plumbing, and fire protection (MEP) divisions of work first. Within 5 24 
days of the MEP bid opening, DFD will identify a lowest, qualified, responsible, certified bidder in each 25 
applicable MEP division of work. These successful MEP bids must be included in all general prime 26 
contractor bids received. No later than 5 days after DFD identifies the successful MEP bids, DFD will 27 
publicly open general prime contractor bids. General prime contractor bids that do not include the 28 
successful MEP bids will be rejected. The state will enter into a single contract with the lowest, qualified, 29 
responsible, certified general prime contractor and this general prime contractor will enter into subcontracts 30 
with the successful MEP bidders. If a project does not include any mechanical, electrical, plumbing, or 31 
fire protection divisions of work, DFD will bid one bid package for all work to general prime 32 
contractors.  33

In general, the work consists of: the renovation, repairs, and restoration of exterior envelope of the historic 52 
Multicultural Center building on the University of Wisconsin Oshkosh campus.  Restoration work includes 53 
the roof replacement, window and door restorations, siding repairs, and recreation of lost historic elements.  54 
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A replacement ADA access ramps will be provided to to meet current accessibility requirements and better 1 
historic compatible appearances.  Interior renovations will also provide an ADA restroom. 2

The Multicultural Education Center is a 2 ½ story, 6710 square foot, wood framed house of finished and 4 
unfinished spaces, currently utilized for office and meeting rooms.  The roof is approximately 2,845 square 5 
feet, currently covered with asphalt shingles at the sloped areas and membrane at the flat roof areas.  The 6 
façade consists of 5000 square feet of wood siding and trim.  There is approximately 1,200 square feet of 7 
window and door openings.  8

Bidding documents (drawings, specifications, and addenda) may be obtained only as electronic files (in 10

Contract offer and construction phase records will be processed electronically on the WisBuild™ DFD 24 
Information System. 25

The 2017-2019 Wisconsin State Budget (2017 Wisconsin Act 59) repealed Wisconsin’s prevailing 27 
wage laws. Effective September 23, 2017, state prevailing wage requirements on state building 28 
projects no longer apply. These changes take effect for projects advertised for bid after September 29 
23, 2017. This change does not affect the Federal Davis Bacon Act requirements. 30
