In general, the work consists of: demolition and replacement of existing underground storage tanks (USTs) and 39 
associated fueling systems at two sites, George W. Mead State Wildlife Area (Mead) and Sandhill Wildlife Area 40 
(Sandhill).  Mead will consist of the removal of two gasoline and diesel dispensers, a dispenser island, three USTs 41 
(two 560-gallon diesel, one 560-gallon gasoline), fuel and vent piping, and miscellaneous appurtenances.  The 42 
system will be replaced by three 550-gallon aboveground storage tanks (ASTs), a new dispenser island with all 43 
appurtenances required for a fully functional, code-compliant, turn-key fuel dispensing and monitoring system.  44 
 45 
Sandhill will consist of the removal of two gasoline and diesel dispensers, a dispenser island, one 2,000-gallon 46 
diesel and one 2,000-gallon gasoline USTs, fuel and vent piping, fuel and vent piping, and miscellaneous 47 
appurtenances at two sites.  The system will be replaced by one 1,000-gallon AST and one 550-gallon AST, a new 48 
dispenser island with all appurtenances required for a fully functional, code-compliant, turn-key fuel dispensing and 49 
monitoring system.  50

During UST removals, tank system site assessments (TSSAs) will be conducted by the A/E.  The final demolition 52 
limits will be restored by vegetation, reinforced concrete, or gravel parking surface. 53 
 54 
Construction bidding documents (drawings, specifications and addenda) may be obtained only as downloadable 55 
electronic files (in PDF format) from the Division of Facilities Development website. Construction bidding 56 
documents may also be available at various Builders’ Exchanges.

The 2017-2019 Wisconsin State Budget (2017 Wisconsin Act 59) repealed Wisconsin’s prevailing wage laws. 10 
Effective September 23, 2017, state prevailing wage requirements on state building projects no longer apply. 11 
These changes take effect for projects advertised for bid after September 23, 2017. This change does not 12 
affect the Federal Davis Bacon Act requirements. 13
